This is the famous Image of Divine Mercy that St. Faustina eventually had made, with the help of her spiritual
director, Blessed Michael Sopocko, through the talents of the artist Eugene Kazimirowski. In it we see Jesus looking a
us, with His right hand raised in blessing and His left hand pointing to his pierced heart from which flow brilliant rays of
blood and water, pointing to the sacramental means by which Jesus continues to bathe us in his mercy. We see His le
foot advancing toward us, as He comes as Light out of the dark background and gently enters our world.

His flowing white garment depicts Him as the one who appeared with His wounds to the apostles in the Upper Room
on Easter Sunday evening, when He breathed on them the power of the Holy Spirit, gave them the command to forgiv
and retain sins, and sent them forth just as the Father had sent Him, to take away the sins of the world. It also shows
Him, in a sense, on Calvary, with His open side washing us in His blood and water as well as the eternal High Priest,
coming out of the Holy of Holies dressed in white linen.
