Solemnity of Christ the King   

  Christus vincit! Christus regnat! Christus imperat!  
                           Christ conquers! Christ rules! Christ reigns! 

 

     This is the last Sunday in the Western Church year and we celebrate the Solemnity of 
Jesus Christ the Sovereign King. Each year the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Christ 
the King and gloriously acknowledges the Kingship of Jesus Christ. For Jesus Christ is not 
just King of the saints or of Catholics. Jesus Christ is King of all Creation from eternity to 
eternity. For not only did He create all that exists, He also redeemed all mankind to 
restore creation to a greater glory. He deserves all glory, honor, and praise. As we read 
frequently in the Liturgy of the Hours: "O Lord our God, you are worthy to receive glory 
and honor and power" (Revelations 4:11). 
     This feast was instituted by Pope Pius XI in 1925 and is observed on this Sunday as it 
helps us to meditate on Christ as King and Lord and at the same time reflect on the Second and Final Coming of 
Christ, the last Judgment, and the end of the world. The Solemnity of Christ the King is a newer feast in the

come to an end. Secularism was on the rise and dangerous dictatorships were emerging in Europe and beyond.

authority waning in the midst of the unrest during the first part of the 20th century. In response, the feast was set 
with the intent to reaffirm and refocus faith and respect in the kingship of Jesus. As Pope Pius XI writes: 
 

In the first Encyclical Letter which We addressed at the beginning of Our Pontificate to the Bishops of the 
universal Church, We referred to the chief causes of the difficulties under which mankind was laboring. 
And We remember saying that these manifold evils in the world were due to the fact that the majority of 
men had thrust Jesus Christ and his holy law out of their lives; that these had no place either in private 
affairs or in politics: and we said further, that as long as individuals and states refused to submit to the 
rule of our Savior, there would be no really hopeful prospect of a lasting peace among nations. Men must 
look for the peace of Christ in the Kingdom of Christ; and that We promised to do as far as lay in Our 
power. In the Kingdom of Christ, that is, it seemed to Us that peace could not be more effectually restored 
nor fixed upon a firmer basis than through the restoration of the Empire of Our Lord. We were led in the 
meantime to indulge the hope of a brighter future at the sight of a more widespread and keener interest 
evinced in Christ and his Church, the one Source of Salvation, a sign that men who had formerly spurned 
the rule of our Redeemer and had exiled themselves from his kingdom were preparing, and even 
hastening, to return to the duty of obedience (Quas Primas). 
 

     Jesus Christ is the King of the Universe, the King of all creation, of all things seen and unseen. Let that thought 
just sit in your mind. Just take it in and meditate on that statement - Jesus Christ is the King of the Universe. And 
even though His dominion is the universe, He cares for each of us with a love inconceivable. This love was 
displayed on the Cross and it continues to be renewed each and every moment that the bread and wine at Mass 
become the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ. As Blessed Teresa of Calcutta said, "When you look at the crucifix, you 
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understand how much Jesus loved you. When you look at the Sacred 
Host you understand how much Jesus loves you now." 

     In the traditional Gospel passage (1962 Missal) for the Feast of 
Christ the King (John 18:33-37), Jesus Christ, the King of kings, is taken 
before Pilate. And Pilate does not recognize Him as King. Instead he 
asks Jesus "Are you the King of the Jews?" And Jesus, who humbled 
Himself even unto death, does not call on the legions of angels ready 
to help Him. Instead He exclaims, "My kingdom does not belong to this 
world. If my kingdom did belong to this world, my attendants would 
be fighting to keep me from being handed over to the Jews. But as it 
is, my kingdom is not here." I have frequently thought about that 
verse. No matter how bad life may be in our current nations and kingdoms, I realize that one day I shall enter 
Jesus Christ's everlasting Kingdom - the kingdom not of this world. 

When Pilate and Jesus discuss the question of kingship, it is clear that Pilate has in mind political and military 
power. He also knows that he, as a representative of the mighty Roman Empire, possesses this kind of power in 
fullest measure. He lives in a palace and has access to the finest military forces of those days. By contrast, Jesus 
stands before him as a shackled and helpless prisoner. The contrast could not be more obvious. Nevertheless, 
when Jesus says that He has come into this world to "testify to the truth," He is claiming a power that directly 
challenges the power of Pilate. For the truth to which Jesus is testifying is not philosophical or scientific truth but 
the ultimate truth about God's intention in creating us human beings. Jesus has received this truth from His

This revelation offers a truth that is so revolutionary that we could never believe it without the witness of Jesus 
and the gift of faith. Jesus is telling us nothing less than that the only truly effective and lasting power in the world 
is that of unselfish love. He is a bound prisoner because He loves others and He will soon give His very life for love 
of them. This love of Jesus will conquer the hearts of millions, while the power of Pilate and the great Roman 
Empire will crumble to dust.   
     And as the King of Glory mounted His Cross with a crown of thorns, He redeemed the world. And as He hung on 
that tree, two criminals were crucified with Him ς one on His right and one on His left. And one of them mocked 
Jesus. But the other one, obviously a man put to death for his grave sins, begged for mercy. He looked at Jesus 
and said, "Lord, remember me when you come into your kingdom" (Luke 23:42). That thief repented and 
acknowledged Christ's kingship. And the Lord replies to Him: "Today you will be with me in Paradise" (Luke 23:43). 
Remember the thief had a "death bed" conversion. He couldn't do any "works" throughout his life for Jesus Christ. 
Instead he could only confess Jesus Christ as King. And that confession was a work in and of itself. Remember the

     We worship Jesus Christ as Lord and King because He is victorious in the battle over sin and death. In His 
resurrection, which we celebrate and in which we participate at every Eucharistic Sacrifice, our Lord established 
His rule over all creation, and overcame in Himself the effects of the sin of Adam. Christ is Lord, for He has 
conquered what we fear most ς the cruel and bitter specter of death. We cannot but exult and shout for joy with 
the knowledge that we can share in His Resurrection. We share in the Resurrection in the first place by meeting 
Christ in the liturgy, in Word and Sacrament. The Christ we receive in the Eucharist is the Easter Christ, the risen 
and glorified Christ as He is now victoriously seated at the right hand of the Father in glory. 
     Let us clean our souls in Confession and receive the Eucharist in joy. May Christ the King reign in all of us! For 
His dominion is not just of the earth, sky, and cosmos; His dominion is also in our souls!
